Southfield, MI – March XX, 2011 – On April 22, 2011, four clarinetists from the Detroit Symphony and 
Michigan Opera Theatre orchestras will join for the concert Quattro Clarinetti. The DCWS Nightnotes series 
takes place in the intimate atmosphere of Hagopian World of Rugs in Birmingham. A reception begins at 
8PM with the music starting at 8:30 PM. Tickets start at $10 for students and can be purchased by calling

Two core members of Detroit Chamber Winds & Strings, Douglas Cornelsen and Laurence Liberson, will be 
joined by guest artists Brian Bowman and Shannon Orme. Bowman is Clarinetist with the Michigan Opera 
Theatre (MOT) orchestra and Orme plays clarinet with the Detroit Symphony Orchestra (DSO). Cornelsen is 
one of the founding members of DCWS and also is a member of the DSO. Liberson has been Assistant 
Principal Clarinet and E-flat clarinetist of the DSO since 1981 and has been a member of DCWS since its 
inception.  
 
The concert will include three selections from Mendelssohn’s lyrical Songs Without Words. Pulitzer prize-
winning composer John Harbison’s Trio Sonata will also be played. Afro Cuban rhythms will get toes 
tapping when the quartet plays “Habanera” from Aires Tropicales by Paquito d’Rivera. A few Gershwin 
melodies will round out the show.
