The concert kicks off with the Romantic composer Jean Emile Auguste Bernard’s Divertissement, Op. 36. The
piece is followed by Mozart's Serenade No. 12 for Winds in C minor. Both pieces bring the lightness of spring
to this Mother’s Day event.

Continuing DCWS’ commitment to perform a work by Michigan composer William Bolcom on each subscription
concert, the group will delight with his Chalumeau for solo clarinet. The performances of Bolcom'’s work are
made possible by a grant from the National Endowment for the Arts.

The concert closes with Old Wine in New Bottles, Gordon Jacob’s spirited, light-hearted setting of four early
English songs. The titles of each movement give a hint to the style of music: The Wraggle Taggle Gypsies;
The Three Ravens; Begone, Dull Care; and Early One Morning.

The concert includes core players from Detroit Chamber Winds & Strings: Philip Dikeman, flute; Laurence
Liberson, clarinet; Douglas Cornelsen, clarinet; Victoria King, bassoon; Marcus Schoon, bassoon; Bryan
Kennedy, horn; and Corbin Wagner, horn. These players are also members of the Detroit Symphony
Orchestra. Guest artists include Ann Arbor Symphony principle flutist Penelope Fischer and DSO oboist
Geoffrey Johnson. DCWS Artistic Advisor H. Robert Reynolds will conduct.
